Perry commented that this may create a situation because you can hold 2 


driver’s licenses.


Discussion held.  
Conclusion: was to not add ‘MT’ driver’s license.

(h) This raised great concerns from the field in regards to the minimum 
       of 40 training hours every 2 years; as it’s much too burdensome. 
 Sarah stated that Mark Muir made some proposed language that might be  

 helpful.

approved continuing education training credits within every  2 
calendar years and successfully complete annual POST delivered 
professional ethics curriculum.
Bill dial seconded

 for an administrator to sign attesting that their officer was administered 

 the Code of Ethics.

23-13-206: Subsection c (ii), the question was whether the language should 

be changed from “academy” to the “Montana Law Enforcement

Chris suggested just adding a definition that states the word “academy” means: Montana Law Enforcement Academy

Subsection 2:  the ultimate goal is to have the basic certificate issued automatically by the POST Council without an application process.

director to halt proceedings at any stage if some other investigation, such 




as criminal or personnel, comes up.  

Chris’ questioned that even if a hearing examiner was assigned, do we still 
want to leave that power with the director.

Chris suggested putting language in that would say something to the effect 
that if the case is assigned to a hearing examiner, the executive director 
may apply to the hearing examiner for stay, and the hearing examiner, in
this situation, shall grant the stay.

Conclusion to Subsection (10): Chris will write up a draft and will send it

around for review.
